Basic Domino Rules
Shuffling the Tiles
Like the game of poker the Domino Tiles are shuffled for each hand or round. The tiles are placed face down on a flat playing surface and shuffled, thoroughly mixing them by moving them with his hands. The player's hands should not stay on the same tile/tiles while shuffling. The shuffler should be the last to draw his hand for the game. Players Should take turns shuffling before each hand or the same player may shuffle the dominoes before each hand. For the next hand 1) The player to the right of the player making the first play does the shuffling for a hand; or, 2) The winner of the previous hand shuffles for the next hand.


In the game of All Threes/Fives, points are awarded to a player when he makes a play that results in the open ends of the tiles in the line of play adding up to multiples of 3 or 5.  One set of double-6 dominoes (28 pieces) are used.
Shuffle the dominoes, facedown, at the beginning of each hand.
Object of the game: To gain the highest score possible by making points while playing the game and by being the first player to domino. To Domino means to play all his tiles.
